All Girl Scouts participating in horseback riding at Triangle H Farm are required to wear ASTM approved horseback riding helmets, riding boots with a heel and long pants.  TENNIS SHOES OR HIKING BOOTS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED!

Daisy Girl Scouts (kindergarten), or Brownies 1st, 2nd, and 3rd grades:

Horse Lover: 30-minute session including a brief tour of the horse stable, safety lesson and pony rides (horses led by person on foot).  Suggested as an introduction to horses for those planning on earning badges at some point in the future.  Ages 6 and up unless prior approval by instructor.

Limit 10 Girl Scouts per session.

Cost: $13.00 per girl

Junior Age ( 4th, 5th, and 6th graders) Girl Scouts and older:

Badges Juniors, 4th, 5th, and 6th graders:

Horse Fan: 2-hour session, $26.00 per girl.  Limit 12 girls per session

Horse Rider: 3-hour session, $40.00 per girl.  Must have Horse Fan badge before earning Horse Rider badge.  Limit 10 girls per session.

Cadets (middle school range) and Seniors (high school girls):

Trail Ride:  Must have both Horse Fan and Horse Rider badges BEFORE trail riding.  1-hour session including grooming, tacking up own horse and trail ride.  Limit 5 Girl Scouts per session.


Cost: $20.00 per girl

Horse Sense: Interest project 3-hour session.  Limit 10 Girl Scouts per session.


Cost: $40.00 per girl

Other activities can be custom designed to fit the equestrian needs of your troop.  Ask Marcy for more details.

Regular horseback riding lessons: 


$25.00 per person per hour for group lesson or ½ hour for private lesson


Or buy packages and save:


4 one-hour lesson package = $ 90.00


8 one-hour lesson package = $ 175.00
